Theater is a complex art form uniting many creative talents into a
single focus.  We see the performers, but in addition, playwrights,
directors, scenic and costume designers, musicians, choreographers,
and technical specialists all lend their artistic powers to create unique
theatrical experiences.  This course examines a series of extraordinary
performances captured on film, many of them featuring some of our
most successful 20th century actors and actresses at a time when they
were honing their craft.  How did they evolve their characters to
interface with the other artistic elements in creating a masterpiece?

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About the Faculty

Professors in Course A, Families in the 21st Century, will be
introduced at the time of their classes by the faculty course coordinator,
Reginald Richardson, PhD, ACSW, LCSW.

Cindy Gold is Associate Professor of Theatre and Head of Acting at
Northwestern.  She is also an actress whose recent work includes the
workshop of 33 Variations with Tectonic Theatre, written and directed
by Moises Kaufman.  Her Chicago acting credits include Frank Galati
and Stephen Flaherty’s musical about Gertrude Stein, Loving Repeating
at About Face Theatre, where she received a Jeff Award for Best
Actress; Northlight’s Pride and Prejudice; Noble Fool’s A Funny Thing
Happened on the Way to the Forum; Next Theatre’s The Misanthrope;
Victory Gardens’ The Glamour House; Remy Bumppo’s Man and
Superman; and Desire Under the Elms, co-produced by Court Theatre
and Freedom Repertory in Philadelphia.  In addition to directing several
local theater productions, she was dialect coach for the national tours of
Saturday Night Fever and for both Regina and the Robert Altman
adaptation of his film A Wedding for Lyric Opera of Chicago.  Ms. Gold
holds a BFA/Acting from Boston University and an MFA/Acting from
the Professional Actor Training Program at the Alabama Shakespeare
Festival.  She will be directing On the Verge for Northwestern in the
Barber Theatre in the spring of 2008.

Summer Parking Information

Parking by permit is available on campus for all full-course registrants
during the summer session only, but only in the two-tiered "F" parking
lot south of Norris University Center (enter from the bend of Sheridan
Road in the southeast corner of the University).  There will be no buses.
Please mark your request for a parking permit on your registration
form.  Parking permits will be mailed to full-course registrants along
with the class entry card if the registration is mailed by May 20.
Parking permits for later full-course registrants will be available on the
first day of attending class.  For late registrants, we recommend arriving
early for the first class day to allow time to return to the car to install
the parking permit. Cars without displayed parking permits run the risk
of being ticketed.  Per diem students will need to find alternative
parking, either on the street or in the public parking garage east of
Chicago Avenue between Clark and Church streets.

• The early registration deadline is May 20, 2008.   For
registrations postmarked by May 20, the cost is $90 per course. One
individual may sign up for both courses at a special savings rate of
$160 for both courses.  After May 20, cost per course is $100.

• To receive a parking permit, you must register for at least one full
six-week course and check the appropriate box on page 7.

• If your registration is postmarked by May 20, your class
entry card and parking permit will be mailed to you
approximately two weeks before classes begin.

• Be sure to bring your class entry card to each class to show
to the proctors at the door.

• Those registering after May 20 can pick up their class entry card
and parking permit on the first day they attend class.  They should
plan to arrive early to allow time to return to the car with the parking
permit.  Registrations cannot be confirmed by phone.  Your cancelled
check will verify your registration.

• While most of our classes are held in Norris University Center, space
and scheduling problems may necessitate changes of location, and
occasionally, of time. A list of rooms and times will be mailed
with your class entry card.  You may also visit our Web site or call
our voice mail (847-604-3569).

• Enrollment may be limited by room capacity.  When the number of
applications exceeds capacity, applications will be honored in order of
receipt, or if mailed, by postmark.  If the course you have requested is
filled, we will notify you and return your check.

Per Diem Students

When space allows, per diem students will be admitted for $20 per
class session.  We are unable to provide per diem students with
parking permits, so they must find alternative parking.
